All winning ticket holders must make gun transfers through the Drumright Historical Society selected dealer,
and in accordance with all applicable laws.

Winners will be notified, using the name, and phone number that the winner has written on the ticket stub. In the event
that Drumright Historical Society is unable to contact the winner it is the sole responsibility for the winning ticket holder to
contact Drumright Historical Society to claim their gun. Winning tickets must be verified by Drumright Historical Society
before winner makes contact with the Shooter’s Shop.

Guns are not transferable; the person designated on the ticket must claim the gun.

ALL GUNS MUST BE CLAIMED AND TRANSFER COMPLETED WITHIN 15 DAYS OF THE SCHEDULED DATE THE TICKET IS
DRAWN.

Any guns not claimed or any paperwork not completed successfully within 15 days will become the property of the
Drumright Historical Society, and another winner will be drawn.
