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Well, it's that time of year
again when Oklahoma
residents look to the
skies and think about bad
weather approaching.
Drumright has had more
than its fair share of bad
storms and tornadoes over
the years. But yet,
Drumright always survives
and rebuilds.

There are lots of photos
and stories of the April 2,
1956 killer tornado that hit
Drumright. It dipped down
near the ball fields west of
Whitlock Park and followed
the hollow traveling
northeast, coming out east
of the (then) library and
continuing through Way
Park and out by the Deep
Rock oil camp.

The path was 2 blocks wide
and about 20 blocks long,

leaving 40 blocks of
destruction, but missing
the downtown area. The
Oklahoma Red Cross gave
the official numbers as 60
homes totally destroyed, 50
homes with major damage
and another 40 homes with
minor damage. There were
11 businesses destroyed
and 2 public buildings
severely damaged, the
Public Library and the
Salvation Army building.

Sadly, there was also loss of
life. The following persons
were killed by the 1956
storm: Mrs. Josie Weaver, C.
V. Bevel and his wife,
Maxine Bevel and their
teenage daughters, Virginia
and Glaoria. The Bevel family
lived at the Deep Rock oil
camp that was destroyed
on the northeast edge of
town.



Amazingly, Drumrightis a
resilient community. Help came
from all the surrounding
communities. Qilfield workers
brought bulldozers and heavy
power equipment to move
debris and open up the roads.
OGA&E restored electrical power
and the process of rebuilding
began.

Our next storm tragedy came on
June 8, 1974, when an F-4
tornado tore Drumright apart.
Down at the depot, we have
pictures, posters, newspaper
clippings and artifacts as
evidence of that horrible day.
The nightmare began about
5:00 p.m. on a Saturday evening,
and in about 35

minutes, the tornado had
finished its course.

This tornado started about 3
miles southwest of Drumright,
in the Oak Grove area. It slashed
through several homes and even
the Oak Grove School. By 5:05
p.m., it had traveled through the
Haven Hill

neighborhood and was rolling
through residential areas of
Drumright. Many more homes
were demolished and even more
significantly, the

Drumright Nursing Home was
leveled. At 5:15 p.m., it passed
through Olive, destroying the
school, damaging a church and
more homes. Then at 5:35 p.m.,
it hit Pier 51 at Lake Keystone.

The numbers help to tell this sad
story. The path of this

tornado was 29 miles long. Its
width equaled 4 football fields.
According to the American Red
Cross, more than 400 homes
were damaged, with 94 of
those being totally destroyed by
the storm. It was estimated that
136 people were injured.

The loss in human lives was also
devastating. The following
persons perished as a result of
this tornado: Sarah McCurley,
Helen Ramsey, Bernice Bryson,
Henderson Smith, Mary Taylor,
Alvernia Hallman, Joe Kanive,
Jessie Perkins, Ray Amos
Crockett, Dulcie Dell Crockett,
Verna Taylor and Mrs. and Mrs.
George Battingfield.

Drumright is a resilient
community. Once again, the
American Red Cross, the
Oklahoma National Guard and
Highway Patrol were called

into duty. Volunteers came from
across the state to offer help in
clearing the debris and starting
the rebuilding process. The
nursing home was rebuilt and
modernized. Olive and Oak Grove
Schools were repaired

and reopened. Churches,
businesses and community
groups came together and
found ways to provide what was
needed...food, equipment,
money, prayers and hope.

This past month of June, 2023,
was another challenging time
for

Drumright area residents.
Straight line winds of nearly

100 miles per hour knocked out
electrical power, damaged
homes and businesses and
uprooted trees. Many of us were
without power for several days,
with temperatures in the 90s.
We are still recovering from the
damage. But once again,
Drumright is a resilient
community. We help each other.
In the calm that we have after
this most recent storm, let’s all
recommit ourselves to keeping
our little community alive and
well!

Personalized Bricks

The reasons for purchasing bricks are all unique. Many include family names, individual names, business names, civic and
community club members, or bricks in memory of a family member or friend. Acknowledgement letters can be mailed to
the recipient upon request or if you prefer to add the letter to a card or gift, we're happy to print it out for you or email the
file for you to print.

The first order of bricks was in 2013, and many of the earliest ones can be seen when visiting the west side of the red
caboose.
